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Primary Care Clinic

The ACC Primary Care Clinic, located in Warrendale,
provides high quality healthcare services to the unin-
sured and medically underserved. Services include
primary care, general health assessments and
screenings, preventative care, applications for med-
ications, pre-screenings for Karmanos clients and re-
ferrals. The clinic partners with the City of Detroit and
Detroit Medical Center (DMC) Lab to provide the
community with effective low cost services. Funded

Teen Health

The Teen Health Project helps children and adoles-
cents reach their optimum potential of growing into
healthy and responsible adolescents and young
adults by improving their health status through health
promotion and disease prevention interventions.
Services include health education, health promotion,
disease prevention, health and wellness maintenance,
and referrals to existing city, county, hospitals and
Federally Qualified Health Centers for urgent medical
care. This program targets high risk and vulnerable
youth residing in Wayne County. Funded by Detroit

Nutrition/WIC Program

ACC's Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for
Women, Infants, and Children - better known as the
WIC Program - is a health and nutrition program that
has demonstrated a positive effect on pregnancy out-
comes, child growth and development. WIC is a fed-
erally-funded program that serves low and moderate
income pregnant, breastfeeding, and postpartum
women, infants, and children up to age 5 who have a
nutrition-related health problem. The program pro-
vides a combination of nutrition education, supple-
mental foods, breastfeeding promotion and support,
and referrals to health care. WIC foods are selected
to meet nutrient needs and participants are given a
WIC EBT card to use at approved retail grocery stores

and pharmacies. Funded by the Detroit Department

Substance Abuse Prevention

ACC’s Oakland County and Detroit Substance Abuse
Prevention Programs are aimed at reducing under-
age alcohol, tobacco, and other drug (ATOD) use.
These programs provide drug prevention services
that promote drug-free lifestyles for positive parent-
ing, assist youth in developing life skills to make
healthy choices, and to help change community
norms. To implement these programs ACC program
leaders develop positive relationship with school
staff and students by working closely with area
schools and community organizations. Funded by

SEMCA Substance Abuse & Drug Prevention
provides life skills training to community youth to
assist them in developing a healthy lifestyle. Train-
ing topics cover improving self image, decision mak-
ing skills, assertiveness, communication skills,
conflict resolution, social skills, and alcohol and
drug prevention. This program provides youth with
the necessary tools to succeed and effectively deal
with problems they may face. Funded by the South-

Tobacco Prevention/Cessation

The purpose of the Tobacco Prevention/Cessation
Project is to increase awareness regarding tobacco
issues, educate policy makers on the health dispari-
ties within our community, and promote policy ini-
tiatives that decrease tobacco consumption and
exposure to second hand smoke.
